1.  Drivers with BMF Competition Licenses (not necessarily in date) only.
2.  Cars with Competition Log Books only.  For cars without logbooks, pre-event scrutiny can be arranged on Saturday, October 19th by contacting Stefan Hinds.
3.  Entry to the event $100 including 5 armbands (1 driver, 4 passenger/crew).  All armband users must sign driver indemnity entry form upon entering pits to receive their band.  Only armbands allowed in pits, cars and clubhouse area.  Extra armbands $10.
4.  Cars numbered on front and rear windshield with white sneaker polish upon entering pits.  One service vehicle sticker will be given to each entry, no trailers allowed in pits.
5.  Cars arrive by 10am, track driving starting at 11am with cars queuing to leave south pit exit in numerical order.  Drivers to allow cars with lower numbers to join the queue.
6.  Five cars allowed on track in 5 second intervals for five laps.  Marshal on finish line will red flag cars when first car has completed five laps.  Finished cars to enter pits through north entrance.  North pit marshal will radio south pit marshal when all five cars are off track so the next five cars can be sent out.
7.  Full marshal layout will be in place.
8.  Ambulance will be in place.
9. Security in pits will police armbands.  COLOUR1 for drivers, COLOUR2 for passengers, COLOUR3 for officials and marshals.
10.  Driver and passenger racing suits and helmets required.
11.  Officials and marshals must sign indemnity form to receive armbands for access to pits, track and clubhouse.
12.  Marshals will check armbands of drivers and passengers before cars allowed on track.
13.  Entries are open now at Barbados Muffler Centre, Edgehill, St. Thomas and close on Wednesday, September 24th at 5pm.  Completed entry forms can also be e-mailed to spencer@huzier.com and entry fees paid upon arrival.
